Mr. Richard Borsch, Assistant Principal & college counselor:
· This is an accreditation year for Fenwick. The Advanced Education Association will be conducting the accreditation. It occurs every five years. The staff will be self-evaluating by answering numerous questions that will exam how Fenwick meets various standards.
· Naviance is the software program to help navigate the college application process. Juniors are free to begin college application conversations with the college counselors.
· Fenwick is in the midst of a strategic plan to help evaluate where they are financially, academically and demographically.
· The past week was a difficult week with the loss of Coach Perry. Coaches Powers and McGuire gave eulogies at the school service.
· Fenwick has thirteen National Merit semi-finalists. That puts them in the top ten of Illinois high schools out of 770 high schools.

Dr. Jerry Lordan, Director of Professional Development:
· Dr. Lordan spoke to the MC about their role in the accreditation process. Standard #6 asks, “How does the school solicit information from stakeholder organizations?” Stakeholder organizations include parents, alumnae, students and faculty. He will need to collect agendas, calendars, financial statements and the minutes to document the MC as a formal organization.
· He discussed the “Z-score” which is an indicator, based on previous standardized testing, that can predict how well students will do on the ACTs, SATs and other testing. Students at Fenwick generally do better than their “Z-score” would predict after a Fenwick education.

Mary Mavrogenes discussed the roles of the Mother’s Club which include:
· Facilitate information between the school and parents
· Fundraise
· Community and school service
· She commented that our success is dependent on the involvement of all mothers.
· She then introduced the 2011-2012 board


Old Business:
· Margie Lawlor, treasurer, gave a financial update. Through August there was an end balance of $41,000.

New Business:
· Jean Gallo gave an update on the spring fashion show. The show will be on Thursday, April 26th, 2012 at the Drury Lane Oakbrook, 10 a.m. to 1:30 p.m. The theme is “Sweeten your Style”. There is a meeting this Friday, September 23rd for those wanting to volunteer.
